II. Announcements

B. Vaccine Mandate: Manuel Mancillas-Gomez informed the senate that the Board of Trustees
approved a resolution directing the Chancellor to implement a COVID-19 vaccine mandate for all
employees, students, and individuals accessing services and utilizing facilities at all District
locations. The resolution passed with a vote of four to one.
